 CaneFire Technical Rider

1 – Acoustic piano  --OR-- 88-note keyboard with weighted keys (Roland FP4, 
Yamaha MOTIF8, or equiv.) with stand, bench and sustain pedal

2 -- Two (2) DI’s and a keyboard amp -- if using keyboard instead of piano

3 – Drumkit riser for standard drumkit

4 – Drumkit – 22” kick and three toms (10”, 12”, and 14”)


(NOTE: Drumkit mic-ing is standard EXCEPT for one additional line required to 


mic a cowbell located next to the snare)
5 – Percussion riser – same size and height as drum riser

6 -- Congas: LP brand Quinto (11”), Conga (11 ¾”), and Tumba (12”)

7 – Three (3) overhead percussion mics and three (3) clip-on mics for congas

8 – Bass amp – Eden 410 speaker cabinet with tweeter

9 – One (1) DI for bass

10 – Four (4) microphones for horns – two each for sax and trumpet

11 – Two (2) Neumann KM64 microphones for steelpans (or KM84 or AKG 452)

12 – One (1) vocal mic (for pianist) 

13 – Ten (10) microphone stands (boom stands)

14 – Seven (7) monitors with separate mixes

15 – Six (6) music stands with lights and clothespins (for outdoor venues)
